A. Remove Air Dams, Splash Shield and Tow Hooks
from truck they will not be reused.  Retain all
hardware if reinstallation of towhooks is desired at a
later time. Note: Tow Hook bolts will be reused.

B. Ream outside rear frame holes to 11/16" for Spacer
Tube (9). Insert Spacer Tube (9) and position LH
Side Member (1) and RH Side Member (2) to the
bottom of the vehicle frame.  Align and attach front
two holes, using  tow hook fasteners

C . Ins ta l l  5 /8 -11  x  5 -1 /2  bo l ts  (5 ) ,  5 /8  F la t
washers (8) through the hole on the outside of
veh ic le  f rame a t tach the  LH & RH S ide
Members (1 & 2) rear hole on the inside of
vehicle frame.  Fasten with 5/8-11 locknut (7).

D. Attach LH & RH Side Members (1 & 2) to the
Universal Clevis (*) using 1/2-13 x 1-3/4 bolts (3) and
1/2-13 locknuts (6) in the 4 upper holes. Also attach
using 5/8-11 x 2" bolts (4) and 5/8-11
locknut (7) in the lower holes.

Note: before tightening the fasteners, the clevis
(*) should be level with the ground and pushed
back as far under the vehicle as possible.

E. Tighten all fasteners to their proper torque.  Tighten bolts
in the same order they were assembled to the vehicle.

F. Install remaining snowplow hardware per separate
instructions.

• Due to weight restrictions on these vehicle's front
GAWR, a STL/ST/STP-7.5 moldboard is the largest
that can safely be installed on a Toyota Tundra.  The
front GAWR must also be at least 4000 lbs as shown
on the driver's side door sticker.  Also limit to driver
and one passenger only while plow is installed
unless specified below.

• Ballast weight is not required on the Toyota Tundra
model.

• Front end wheel alignment and headlight aim may
require readjustment after installation of
equipment, and is the responsibility of the
equipment installer.  Failure to adjust front wheel
alignment may cause premature uneven tire wear.
If required, reset to chassis manufacture’s
specifications found in the Toyota Shop Manual.

Rear ballast requirements are determined by weighing
a vehicle's front and rear axles and adding weight
behind the rear axle until front axle weight is under or
equal to the vehicle specific front GAWR while not
exceeding the rear GAWR and GVWR.
